School districts
have their own policies on what
constitutes a preapproved
excused absence.

Children may attend any private
Kindergarten program. However,
if a parent wants to enroll their
child in a public school, the child
may only attend their local
school district or a Charter school
operating within the school
district.

What if my district doesn’t
offer Kindergarten?

Former Abbott Districts are
required to offer full-day
kindergarten programs. All other
NJ school districts are not
required to offer kindergarten
programs. Since kindergarten is
not a required grade, children are
not required to attend any
kindergarten program. Each
district has its own plan for
providing educational services to
resident kindergarten-age
children. Families should contact
the district directly.

If my 4-year-old child attends
private Kindergarten, can |
enroll them in first grade at
my local public school the
following year?

If a child is 4 years old when
enrolled in a private Kindergarten
program and the following year
the parent intends to enroll their
5-year-old child in first grade at
their public-school district, the
parent should prepare in advance
by asking their school district
about any age-related policies for
first-grade enrollment. In NJ code
the cut-off date for age at
enrollment is October 1.
Therefore, if the child is still 5
years old on or after October 1,

If my child needs additional
support, are there
interventions available
beginning in Kindergarten?

District boards of education shall
establish and implement a
system for intervention and
referral services. The
intervention and referral system
should be designed to assist
students who are experiencing
learning, behavior, or health
difficulties and to assist staff who
have difficulties addressing
students' learning, behavior, or
health needs. Families should ask
the school about a Child Study
Team evaluation.
